Expo Phase 2 Construction Notices
Relocation of Underground Utilities – Venice Boulevard
As part of the construction of the Expo Line project, work crews will be relocating an existing sanitary sewer line currently under Venice Boulevard in the City of Los Angeles. The work is being managed and performed by the general contractor Balfour Beatty Infrastructure Inc. (BBII) and its subcontractors. Sewer investigation activities will take place the week of June 18, 2012. Sanitary sewer relocation activities will follow and will include the excavation of approximately 200 linear feet along westbound Venice Boulevard, to install new pipes and manholes. Upon completion of the work, the street will be restored. Work is scheduled for Monday, June 18, 2012 through Friday, September 21, 2012 from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday, and 12:00 a.m. to 5:00 a.m., Friday.
