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	LASD Responds to Metro Red Line False Bomb Threat 

Last night, at approximately 6:45 p.m. the Los Angeles Sheriff’s Department (LASD) dispatch center received a telephonic bomb threat to the 7th/Metro and North Hollywood Metro Red Line stations from an unknown caller. The Joint Regional Intelligence Center which includes the Federal Bureau Investigation (FBI), Los Angeles Police Department (LAPD) and Los Angeles Fire Department (LAFD) was immediately contacted and LASD units responded by patrolling the stations with trained explosive detection K-9’s. What turned out to be a hoax, was treated with the appropriate emergency response necessary to provide safety to our customers, employees and the general public. Only a few hours after the immediate investigation was initiated, the detective bureau was able to identify and arrest the suspect in his North Hollywood home, who was on active parole for Arson. At no time was there a true threat to anyone’s safety and Rail Operations were not interrupted during the incident and investigation.

I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project Information Provided to News Outlets

Media Relations provided information for several news outlets, including KABC 7, KNBC 4, KNX and Metro Networks on the series of night-time I-405 freeway closures planned to begin tonight as part of the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project work to reconstruct the Mulholland Bridge. Staff reported that the freeway closures will take place between Getty Center Drive ramps and the 101 freeway, and will occur on one side of the freeway at a time during the hours of 12:00 a.m. and 5 a.m. over a series of six nights, not all of them consecutive. Staff also reported that these types of directional freeway closures are a fairly common occurrence for this project and all follow the same closure schedule. I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project Construction Notice

The I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project contractor will implement a full closure of eastbound and westbound Wilshire Boulevard at the corner of Wilshire Boulevard and Sepulveda Boulevard nightly from 8:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m., starting March 5, 2012 - March 12, 2012. Eastbound and westbound Wilshire Boulevard will not be closed simultaneously. This work is necessary for setting false work at the Wilshire Boulevard undercrossing, a key step in widening the I-405 freeway as it crosses Wilshire Boulevard.  The detour for eastbound and westbound traffic on Wilshire Boulevard is to use Sepulveda Boulevard, west on Santa Monica Boulevard to San Vicente Boulevard.  The schedule for the closures is as follows:

Full Eastbound Wilshire—March 5, 2012, March 6, 2012 and March 8, 2012
Full Westbound Wilshire—March 7,2012, March 9, 2012 and March 12, 2012
The northbound I-405 freeway on-ramp from eastbound Wilshire Boulevard and the northbound off-ramp to westbound Wilshire Boulevard will close during these work hours.  Sepulveda Boulevard at Wilshire Boulevard will be reduced to one lane in each direction. Eastbound traffic to the Northbound I-405 freeway will be detoured to Southbound San Vicente to the Santa Monica Northbound on-ramp.For additional project information, please visit www.metro.net/I-405.
