Revised I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project Construction Notice

The I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project contractor will implement a full closure of eastbound and westbound Wilshire Boulevard at the corner of Wilshire Boulevard and Sepulveda Boulevard on selected nights from 10:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. between March 5, 2012 and March 19, 2012. Eastbound and westbound Wilshire Boulevard will not be closed simultaneously. This work is necessary for setting falsework at the Wilshire Boulevard undercrossing, a key step in widening the I-405 freeway as it crosses Wilshire Boulevard. 

The detour for eastbound and westbound traffic on Wilshire Boulevard is to use Sepulveda Boulevard, west on Santa Monica Boulevard to San Vicente Boulevard. The schedule for the closures is as follows:

· Full Eastbound Wilshire - March 5, 2012, March 6, 2012 and March 8, 2012 
· Full Westbound Wilshire - March 7,2012, March 9, 2012 and March 19, 2012 
The northbound I-405 freeway on-ramp from eastbound Wilshire Boulevard and the northbound off-ramp to westbound Wilshire Boulevard will close during these work hours. Sepulveda Boulevard at Wilshire Boulevard will be reduced to one lane in each direction. Eastbound traffic to the northbound I-405 freeway will be detoured to southbound San Vicente to the Santa Monica northbound on-ramp. Please click here to view the complete construction notice.

Expo Line Construction Notice

As part of the construction of the Expo Line project, work crews will temporarily close National Boulevard for street improvements near the Culver City Station. The work is being managed by the Expo Construction Authority and performed by the general contractor Balfour Beatty Joint Venture (BBJV) and its subcontractors. Temporary full closure of National Boulevard, between Washington Boulevard and Wesley Street will take place on Saturday, March 10, 2012 from 9:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. 

Southbound traffic will be prohibited between Washington Boulevard and Wesley Street, and will be detoured along Washington Boulevard to La Cienega Boulevard and back to Jefferson Boulevard. Northbound traffic will be prohibited between Wesley Street and Washington Boulevard and will be detoured along La Cienega Boulevard to Washington Boulevard and back to National Boulevard.
