Angels Flight Railway to Increase Fare; Metro Passholders Pay Half Price
The Source is reporting that on Monday, March 12, 2012 the one-way fare on Angels Flight Railway will increase to fifty cents; however, valid Metro pass holders will be able to ride for twenty-five cents. When Angels Flight first opened in 1901 a ride cost a penny and since 1996 the fare has been twenty-five cents per ride. The Angels Flight Railway Foundation has covered most of the annual maintenance and operating costs through charitable fundraising in support of the Railway. Also, in January 2012 the 100-year-old-cars underwent extensive and costly carpentry and painting work. The historic funicular connects the historic downtown core with the top of Bunker Hill and is number four on a list of more than 1,000 Los Angeles Historic-Cultural Monuments.
