Westside Subway Extension Final Environmental Impact Statement/Environmental Impact Report Release

I am pleased to share that earlier today we released the Westside Subway Extension Final Environmental Impact Statement/Environmental Impact Report (Final EIS/EIR). This represents more than 4 years of analysis and outreach.

The document was made available on Metro’s website, distributed to area libraries, and notices of its availability were sent via e-mail and U.S. mail to the project’s extensive database, including those who submitted comments on the Draft EIS/EIR and owners of properties identified for full or partial taking or underground easements for the Subway. Take-one notices are being distributed on Metro buses and trains, and information has also been provided via Facebook, Twitter and The Source. Additionally, a press release was issued. 

An online press briefing was held late this morning to inform media that we plan to release the study today. Media outlets who participated included the Beverly Hills Weekly, Beverly Hills Courier, City News Service, Beverly Press, Curbed L.A., Streetsblog and others. Stories are expected to run later today and in the coming days. We are planning to hold three community open house meetings, scheduled for next week which are intended to allow the public to learn more about the project and ask questions.
