I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project News Conference

Tomorrow morning Metro, Caltrans and the Los Angeles Department of Transportation will join Los Angeles County Supervisor Zev Yaroslavsky at a news conference to advise the public on the upcoming planned closure of key Wilshire Boulevard Ramps to the I-405 as part of the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project. The Westbound Wilshire on-ramp to the Northbound I-405 and the Northbound I-405 off-ramp to Westbound Wilshire are the first ramps scheduled for 90-day closures. All eight freeway ramps must be demolished and reconstructed, and will be closed in phases ranging between two weeks and three months each. Motorists will be encouraged to plan ahead, adjust travel times and seek rideshare alternatives.   
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
