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	Metro Orange Line Extension to Open June 30, 2012

The Metro Orange Line Extension - a four-mile addition to the wildly popular Orange Line busway - will open to the public on Saturday, June 30, 2012 with free rides open to all from 7:00 a.m. – 7:00 p.m. In addition to free rides all day on the four-mile busway, celebrations will include community events at the Orange Line Extension Chatsworth and Canoga stations from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. Reflecting its history, Chatsworth will host a country/western theme, while Canoga organizers are planning eco-friendly events and food trucks in celebration of the new line. 

As you know, the Orange Line Extension is the latest addition to Metro's rapidly expanding transit system and the latest link in the plan for regional connectivity. As part of the existing Orange Line it will run from the Chatsworth Metrolink and Amtrak Station -- Gateway to Ventura County -- to the Metro Red Line Station in North Hollywood. The Red Line connects with the Blue Line to Long Beach, the Gold Line to the Eastside and Pasadena, the Purple Line to Koreatown, the Green Line toward LAX and the Expo Line to Culver City. Our rail system alone is 87 miles, opened since 1990, and connects with 180 Metro bus routes that crisscross Los Angeles County. 

Also, the a $215.6 million project is coming in ahead of time and well within budget due partly to a competitive bid during a significant economic downturn as well as good project management and support. This will help free up the Orange Line’s Measure R funds to help pay for other Measure R projects in the San Fernando Valley subject to Metro board approval. 

Finally, the project includes four new stations at Sherman Way, Roscoe Boulevard, Nordhoff Street and the Chatsworth Metrolink Station. New platforms are being added at the Canoga Station. An elevated crossing at Lassen Street will keep the busway separated from railroad tracks. All stations will include public art. Parallel to the busway, a bikeway and pedestrian path has been planted with beautiful landscape similar to the drought-tolerant plants along the existing Metro Orange Line. And there will be a new park and ride lot at the Sherman Way Station, as well as additional parking at the Chatsworth Station. Freeway lane closures will start as early as 10:00 p.m. Closures of the Southbound Getty on-ramp and the Northbound Montana on-ramp may start as early as 7:00 p.m. Closures will be coordinated with Caltrans. Access to emergency responders will be maintained.
