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	Supervisor and Metro Director Don Knabe’s Anti-Child Sex Trafficking Campaign Press Event Showcases Metro Posters and Billboards 

This morning, reporters from more than a dozen media outlets attended a press conference led by Supervisor and Metro Director Don Knabe unveiling a public awareness campaign focusing on combating child sex trafficking in Los Angeles County. I joined Supervisor Knabe, Sheriff Lee Baca, Los Angeles Police Department and Long Beach Police department officials, Clear Channel Outdoor and other leaders at this event. On display were posters urging the public to be on the lookout for children who may be enslaved in the mobile sex trade and to alert law enforcement or Metro personnel if they suspect something. These posters are being displayed on Metro buses, in Metro Rail stations and on more than 65 billboards and digital displays donated by Clear Channel. Media covering the event included Channels 4, 7, 11, 22, Telemundo 52, Channel 62, Los Angeles Times, Korea Times, China Press, Sing Tao Daily, La Opinion, Voice of America and KNX 1070 radio. Stories are expected to run throughout the day.
Freeway Service Patrol Tow Truck Accident 

At approximately 11:54 a.m. a Freeway Service Patrol (FSP) tow truck, operated under contract by South Coast Towing, was involved in a rear-end collision while attempting to assist a disabled vehicle. The accident occurred on the right hand shoulder of the northbound 101 freeway at Barham Boulevard. Specifically, the FSP tow truck safely pulled up behind the disabled vehicle and while in the right-hand shoulder, the FSP truck was struck from behind by another vehicle.  As a result of the accident, the FSP truck was damaged and removed from service. One individual, the driver of the original disabled vehicle, suffered injuries from flying debris and was transported to the hospital. Neither the FSP driver nor the driver of the vehicle that rear-ended the FSP truck were reported to have suffered any apparent injuries.

A California Highway Patrol (CHP)-FSP field support unit was on-scene to assist with the situation. Metro and CHP will conduct a follow-on review to determine if there are any safety improvements that can be enacted as a result of this accident. As a result of the accident and subsequent removal of the damaged FSP tow truck from service, the contractor deployed a back-up vehicle to continue providing FSP service and will continue to provide full FSP coverage along their beat, or designated route along the freeway.

SR-710 Study Concludes Series of Seven Open Houses in May 

Metro and Caltrans, as part of the ongoing Alternative Analysis phase of the SR-710 Study, completed a round of seven Open Houses during the last three weeks of May. The meetings were held in the communities of El Sereno, Eagle Rock, La Cañada Flintridge, El Monte, South Pasadena, Alhambra, and Pasadena, with a total attendance of nearly 400 participants. An extensive outreach effort using door-to-door flyer distribution, blogs and social networking sites such as Facebook and Twitter were utilized to encourage people to participate in the process. The Open Houses were designed as a learning environment in which community members can engage in at their own pace and in the subject matter that interests them most. The multi-modal alternative concepts and other study process information were available for viewing on large interactive boards staffed by multidisciplinary team members, who were available to provide one-on-one dialogue with Open House participants. The public was also able to post their feedback and questions on comment boards. The study team will review all feedback as part of their evaluation of alternative concepts to improve mobility and to relieve congestion within the study area. To learn about the multi-modal alternative concepts under evaluation in the SR-710 Study process, please click here. Starting tomorrow morning, Friday, June 1, 2012, the I-110 Express Lane Dynamic Messaging System notifications will be posted at nine locations along the I-110 Harbor Freeway:

On 39th Street (arterial) Westside of I-110 

On 39th Street (arterial) Eastside of I-110 

Westbound West 182nd Street to Northbound I-110 On-Ramp 

Eastbound West 182nd Street to Northbound I-110 On-Ramp 

Northbound I-110 at 100’ south of West Alondra Boulevard

Southbound I-110 at 150’ south of Manchester Boulevard

Southbound I-110 at South Figueroa St 

Northbound I-110 at West 135th Street

Northbound I-110 at 100’ north of West 82nd Street

The message displayed is “ExpressLanes coming - - Call 511 for Info”.  The DMS Messages are part of the information campaign in partnership with Caltrans to inform commuters about the ExpressLanes. Customers can call 511 and say “ExpressLanes” and they will receive automated messages regarding how the ExpressLanes will work, where to get FastTrak, and when the ExpressLanes will open. Over the next four weeks, all ExpressLanes DMS signs (15) will display the message along the entire I-110 corridor in both directions between Adams Boulevard and the Harbor Gateway Transit Center. As we get closer to opening the ExpressLanes this fall, the messages will be updated. Our Government and Community Relations staff will also notify federal, state, district, and local elected offices about the ExpressLanes DMS messages.
