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	House Transportation Spending Bill For Fiscal Year 2012 To Be Considered Tomorrow

The House Committee on Appropriations, Subcommittee on Transportation, Housing and Urban Development will hold a mark-up tomorrow for its Fiscal Year 2012 spending bill.  The bill, crafted by Chairman Tom Latham (R-Iowa), includes $55 billion in discretionary spending, which is nearly $20 billion less than the amount outlined in President Obama’s Fiscal Year 2012 Budget released this February.  According to a spreadsheet on the spending bill, the measure will provide approximately $7 billion for transit funding (both bus and rail) and approximately $27.7 billion for highway programs.  While not confirmed, the subcommittee has reportedly included language in the bill that seeks to prohibit the Federal Transit Administration from entering into Full Funding Grant Agreements that provide more than 50% federal share.  Additional information regarding this legislation will be provided following the subcommittee’s mark-up slated for tomorrow.
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
