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	Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery Grants Issued By U.S. Department Of Transportation

Earlier today, the U.S. Department of Transportation (USDOT) formally announced the distribution of over $500 million in Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER) grants to 46 transportation projects in over 30 states across the nation. According to the USDOT, they received nearly 850 project applications from all 50 states, Puerto Rico and Washington, D.C., requesting a total of $14.3 billion. Our agency applied for two projects through the TIGER program; the Crenshaw/LAX Transit Corridor and the State Route 2 Freeway Terminus Project. Our projects were not selected by USDOT to be recipients of TIGER funds. It is expected that a new round of TIGER grants will be conducted in calendar year 2012 and our agency will be prepared to compete for these funds at the appropriate time next year.
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
