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	U.S. House of Representatives Fails - For Second Day In A Row - To Adopt A Short-Term Extension of Surface Transportation Programs

Earlier today, leaders of the U.S. House of Representatives failed to bring to a vote legislation that would extend – for 60 days - America’s surface transportation programs (H.R. 4239). This extension, though free of policy changes, was looked unfavorably upon by both House Democrats and a number of U.S. Senators, including Senator Barbara Boxer (D-CA). Today, Senator Boxer called on the House to pass the Senate’s Surface Transportation legislation (MAP-21), which was overwhelmingly adopted by the full Senate earlier this month. Both the current extension of SAFETEA-LU and the federal gas tax expire in a matter of days (April 1, 2012). GOP leaders in the House are expected, later this week, to try again to schedule a vote on legislation to extend America’s surface transportation programs.
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
