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	Uncertainty Marks House Consideration Of 90 Day Extension Of Surface Transportation Programs

House Speaker John Boehner is reportedly facing stiff opposition from fiscal conservatives in his drive to have the House of Representatives approve, this week, a 90 day extension of America’s surface transportation programs. House conservatives, joined by conservative groups, have expressed opposition to the bill because they suspect it will be used as the legislative vehicle to conference with the Senate’s transportation bill MAP-21.  Speaker Boehner needs the support of conservatives in his caucus because House Democrats are likely to be united in voting against the 90 day extension. The White House has issued a statement on the 90 day extension, expressing its opposition: “By simply extending current authority through the end of the fiscal year, this legislation would miss a critical opportunity to provide more certainty to states and localities as they undertake the long-term planning and execution of projects and programs that are essential to creating and keeping American workers in good paying jobs, improving the Nation’s surface transportation infrastructure, and ensuring roadway safety.” 
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
