	House Agrees to go to Conference with Senate on Surface Transportation Bill

In a new sign that the U.S. Senate and House of Representatives are serious about adopting a new surface transportation bill, the House moved earlier today to agree on legislation (H.R. 4348) to go to conference with the Senate passed transportation bill (S.1813), popularly known as MAP-21. The House passed transportation bill is simply a 90-day extension of the existing surface transportation bill, with the addition of language approving the Keystone XL Pipeline. It is expected that the House will move quickly to appoint its conferees. Yesterday, the U.S. Senate named their conferees for the conference on the new surface transportation bill. Our agency’s staff and federal advocates will be working with conferees on this important legislation to advance our Board-approved legislative program.
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
