Federal

Today, the President submitted his FY 03 budget Proposal to Congress.  The Federal Transit Administration’s FY 2003 budget proposal provides that formula grants will remain at the guaranteed level pursuant to TEA-21 of $3.8 billion;  $40.5 million for the North Hollywood Metro Rail project and $35 million for the East Los Angeles light rail project.  

Congressional Appropriations Committees will be accepting requests from transportation properties until the end of March of this year.  MTA staff will continue to seek the highest mark possible for the above-noted projects, as well as other important programs and services.  The mark for bus and bus facilities nationwide was set in the President’s budget at $607.2 million with $50 million of that in the clean fuel program authorized in TEA-21.  

MTA will be requesting $11.5 million for bus and bus facilities and support the $15 million request of the Municipal Transportation Operators Coalition (MTOC).
