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Staff has learned that the following committee hearings have been scheduled:
Senate Transportation Committee - January 4, 2000
SB 1080 (Karnette) - Establishes a “California Competes Task Force” for the purpose of enhancing the state’s ability to compete successfully for federal discretionary transportation program funds. 

SB 1102 (Murray) - This bill has been amended to require that transit zones abide by the same SB 89 restrictions as the MTA. 

Assembly Transportation Committee - January 10, 2000
AB 44 (McClintock) - This bill would mandate the redesignation of HOV lanes to mixed flow lanes.

AB 521 (McClintock) - Diverts revenue from sales and use taxes that are currently imposed on gasoline from the General Fund to be continuously appropriated to the Department of Transportation for the purpose of maintenance and construction of highways.  Increases the apportioned amount to cities and counties from 11.5% to 23%.

Senate Industrial Relations Committee - January 12, 2000
SB 1202 (Karnette) - This bill would require that the provision of the state law under the federal Labor Management Relations Act, the definition of the term “employee” include an individual employed as a supervisor or manager.

All of these measures are two-year bills and must be considered by January 31 in their House of origin in order to move forward in the process.
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
