Today, MTA staff learned that Senate and House Conferees have come to agreement on an Omnibus Appropriations measure for FY 2003.   The House is expected to pass the Omnibus-spending package today.  The Senate will likely vote on the measure before adjourning for the scheduled President’s Day recess.  President Bush is expected to sign the measure into law.  The final Omnibus Appropriations package wraps up the 2003 appropriations process four months after the fiscal year began.
