Today, the House Appropriations Subcommittee on Transportation released it's report.  The MTA received the following earmarks:

$49.6 million in Section 5309 New Starts-Funding to complete funding of the Metro Rail North Hollywood Extension;

$5.5 million in Section 5309 New Starts-Funding for Eastside light rail project (the Mid-City is not noted);

$3.35 million in Section 5309 Bus and Bus Related Funding; and,

$2 million in Reverse Commute/Job Access Program Funding.

Funding levels recommended for other entities in Los Angeles County include:


$4 million for Municipal Transportation Operators Coalition (MTOC);


$2 million for Foothill; and, 


$3.5 million for the Chinatown Intermodal Transportation Center
