Today, the Los Angeles City Council approved a resolution by Councilmembers Martin Ludlow and Antonio Villaraigosa stating the Council’s opposition to the Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) Board of Directors’ decision to appeal a recent court order to purchase additional buses under the consent decree. 

A majority of the Councilmembers, representatives from the Mayor's office and the Bus Riders Union (BRU) spoke in support of the resolution and urged the MTA Board not to appeal the Special Master's decision. Councilmember Greg Smith spoke in opposition to the resolution citing that the consent decree severely impedes the MTA Board's decision-making ability to direct funding to other vital transportation projects and initiatives in the region. Councilmember Smith further stated that a balanced transportation network is required to address the L.A. region's transportation needs, and the consent decree limits the MTA Board's options to achieve its mobility goals.
