Today, the Los Angeles City Council voted unanimously to approve a special motion introduced by Councilmember Alex Padilla urging Mayor Richard Riordan to immediately take the necessary steps to end the MTA strike.

The discussion during the special motion was rather conciliatory as religious leaders including the Rev. Jesse Jackson, state elected officials, MTA labor union representatives, and MTA executive staff addressed the council to strongly voice the need for a speedy resolution to the strike.  
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
