SB 1024 (Perata) Infrastructure Bonds

Today, SB 1024 was approved by the Senate Transportation and Housing Committee by a 10-3 vote.  The measure will now be heard in the Senate Appropriation Committee.

A substantial number of interest groups have committed to supporting this measure and testified in favor of the bill today.  The LACMTA staff was the only agency to testify with concerns on the measure.

Although Los Angeles County Senators voted in favor of SB 1024, many Senators expressed concerns regarding the impacts to Prop 42 and that the bill’s current version provides minimal guarantees that the funds will be allocated fairly.
