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Today, the Los Angeles City Council voted unanimously to approve a City of Los Angeles resolution urging Congress to fully fund the MTA’s FY 2001 Transportation Appropriations request.  

A proposed amendment by Council Member Nate Holden asking the MTA to thoroughly examine transit alternatives other than the ones currently proposed for the Mid-City segment, was withdrawn.
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
