Employee Guidelines

Measure R is a half–cent sales tax increase that will be used to fund transportation improvements throughout Los Angeles County.

It is illegal for Metro employees to support or oppose Measure R while they are working.

	What you may say about Measure R while you are working

	If you are asked a question about Measure R, you may respond that Measure R is a half-cent sales tax increase that will be used to fund transportation improvements throughout Los Angeles County.  You may direct people to Metro’s website for more information.


	What NOT to say about Measure R while you are working

	Don’t make statements supporting or opposing Measure R during working hours, even in response to questions.

	Don’t attend community events and make statements supporting or opposing Measure R if you are attending as part of your duties as a Metro employee.

	Don’t make statements to the press about Measure R.

	Don’t use Metro office equipment, such as phones, computers, e-mail, copy machines, or fax machines to support or oppose Measure R.


	What you may say about Measure R while you are NOT working

	Do make statements supporting or opposing Measure R as a private citizen, if you wish.

	Do participate in a campaign supporting or opposing Measure R as a private citizen, if you wish.

	Do attend community events as a private citizen and speak in favor of or in opposition to Measure R, if you wish (but you may not act as both a Metro employee and a private citizen at the same event).
