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	Metro Urges Democratic Panel Reviewing Stimulus Bill To Address Transportation Concerns

On Wednesday, January 7, 2009, House Speaker Nancy Pelosi will be convening the first hearing on the planned economic recovery plan on Capitol Hill.  The hearing will be conducted by the Democratic Steering and Policy Committee, which is an arm of the Democratic Caucus that traditionally spends its time deciding matters related to committee assignments.  The hearing, to be held in the committee room of the House Ways and Means Committee, is not expected to include Republicans.  We are transmitting a letter to the committee leadership that outlines our transportation priorities for the stimulus bill.  We have been and will continue to communicate with congressional aides to ensure that our priorities are strongly considered by policymakers crafting the stimulus bill’s transportation related provisions.
