On Thursday, February 19, 2009, Operations Central Instruction had its annual DMV, Employer Testing Program (ETP) audit.  DMV inspected the employees’ training and test records to ensure that scoring was performed correctly, proper signatures were present and the correct licenses were issued.  They also verified that each employee received training and that the training was documented correctly.  Preliminary results of the audit indicate we passed with zero findings.  The ETP provides the agency the ability to conduct in-house CDL certification for bus operators, mechanics and supervisors.  The agency certifies between 400 to 500 employees annually.  This is critical to our operation because it saves time in the hiring and training processes because we do not have to send our candidates back to DMV for certification.
