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	LA County Board of Supervisors Approve Three-Month Sheriff Contract Extension

Today, the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors approved a three-month extension of the Sheriff's contract to provide us law enforcement services from April 1, 2009 to June 30, 2009.  This week's Board agenda includes a related item in which we recommend a two-month extension to May 31, 2009.

Crenshaw Transit Corridor Working Group Meetings Completed
On March 16 and 19, 2009, the Crenshaw Transit Corridor team successfully completed two Working Group meetings in Los Angeles and Inglewood.  Approximately 125 people attended the meetings that featured an Open House with presentation boards, a PowerPoint presentation and a Group Exercise that asked participants to weigh in on various design options associated with the BRT and LRT Alternatives.  They were also asked to provide input on criteria to be used to evaluate the alternatives including design options and the selection of a Locally Preferred Alternative.

Overall, the community expressed significant support for the project.  They also provided input on the importance of potential evaluation criteria, highlighting connectivity, jobs generated, safety and security, travel time, and traffic impacts as important factors. 

The project team is currently preparing the Draft Environmental Impact Statement/Report.  We anticipate releasing the document for the 45-day public review period this summer.
