	Congestion Reduction Demonstration Project Updates
Metro will hold a series of media and legislative briefings, community meetings and public hearings this month to gather public input on a range of tolling pricing proposals that would be implemented in December 2010 as part of the agency’s Congestion Reduction Demonstration Project (ExpressLanes) on portions of the I-10 and I-110 freeways.  In partnership with Caltrans, Metro is embarking on a one-year demonstration program that will convert existing carpool lanes on the I-10 (El Monte Busway) and the I-110 (Harbor Freeway Transitway) freeways to toll lanes.

June General Managers’ Meeting
Today, the General Managers’ Group met to discuss various regional transit issues affecting Metro and the Municipal Operators.  Chief Operations Officer, Carolyn Flowers informed them of recent Board actions adopting the FY10 budget and renewing the security contract with the Sheriff’s Department, which will include provisions for the new stations opening along the Eastside Extension later this summer.  She also mentioned that we are seeking service quality improvements in the bus and rail systems to include cleanliness, safety, operator courtesy, on-time performance as well as other indicators.  A Service Inspection program will be implemented to monitor this performance.

In addition, the development of guidelines for the implementation of Measure R Local Return and operating dollars was discussed.  It is anticipated guidelines will be adopted before the end of the calendar year.  Our Government Relations staff also made a presentation on the State Budget and the lack of new revenues or restoration of transportation funding being identified to date.
The Municipal General Managers made several announcements regarding new service, potential fare changes, and openings of facilities in their areas. 
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
