	Metro Vanpool Program - ACT Award Finalist 
The Metro Vanpool Program is one of three finalists nominated for the 2009 Outstanding Service Award from the Association for Commuter Transportation (ACT). The organization received 17 nominations for this award. The winning finalist will be announced at the 2009 ACT International Conference scheduled to be held on September 1st in Washington, D.C. 

The Metro Vanpool Program launched in May 2007 with 143 vanpools in service, and as of June 30th has grown to enroll 813 vanpools, and delivering a total 2.5M passenger trips and 18M service miles in FY09.  
Media Relations Issues Press Releases on Fare Gate Installations & Metro Cross Promotion
Today, Media Relations issued two press releases. The first release was regarding the installation of turnstile fare gates at four Metro Red Line subway stations and the second release was about a cross-promotion with Metro and Madame Tussauds in Hollywood. 
At the end of this month, new turnstile gates will have been installed at Union Station, Normandie, Westlake and Pershing Square stations. Staff will be on hand to make sure passenger traffic moves smoothly and monitor progress. For now, the gates will be free-spinning as passengers get used to entering the station through a physical barrier and the Board will receive a report on the gating progress this fall. If all goes well, we will then proceed with installing turnstile gates at all subway stations and at the Metro Green Line as well as at key light rail stations on the Metro Blue and Gold lines. The process should be completed by early 2010. Channels 2 and 7 were on hand to cover the installation of the gates and both stations are expected to air coverage during tonight’s evening news.
The second news release was distributed to encourage the public to take advantage of a $5 transit rider discount for the new Madame Tussauds Wax Museum. The museum is located next to Grauman’s Chinese Theatre, which is only a few steps away from the Metro Red Line Hollywood/Highland station in Hollywood.
