	Meeting With Congresswoman Diane Watson

This afternoon, I met with Congresswoman Diane Watson (D-33) to discuss a number of matters impacting her constituents and our agency. The Congresswoman was briefed on the Crenshaw Transit Corridor Study and the status of the Westside Subway Extension. The Congresswoman was also briefed on the status of our Express Lanes: Congestion Reduction Demonstration Project and shared her thoughts on how to address a number of challenges facing the Exposition Light Rail Transit Line. The Congresswoman expressed a strong interest in working with our agency to brief transportation advocates in her Congressional District on projects we have planned in the area. I shared that we would be pleased to work with her and her staff to arrange such briefings.

Congresswoman Watson is a member of the House Oversight and Government Reform Committee, and is the Chairwoman of the Subcommittee on Government Management, Organization, and Procurement. The Congresswoman also serves on the House Foreign Affairs Committee.
Measure R Highway Program Advisory Committee Meeting

Today, the Measure R Highway Advisory Committee held its second meeting. During the meeting, we discussed the responses to questions raised at the last meeting, the proposed project delivery dates for the 2009 Long Range Transportation Plan Highway Program (attached) and presented an initial draft 10 year cash flow chart (attached).

Committee members were appreciative of the progress made to date. Some key issues raised included: further refinement of the definition for Highway Operational Improvements, including whether soundwalls will be considered an Operational Improvement; further details of bonding scenarios and assumptions; and a strategy to fully fund projects using other sources including Public-Private Partnerships and federal and state funds. The next meeting is scheduled for August 18, 2009.
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
