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	Daily News Inquiry on East San Fernando Valley Corridor Study

Today, the Daily News inquired about a series of community meetings that Metro, in cooperation with the City of Los Angeles, will hold during April 2012. The meetings will update the public on the Alternatives Analysis (AA) study which will evaluate options to improve north-south travel opportunities in the East San Fernando Valley and provide connections to the regional transportation network. The AA study is a precursor to the draft environmental document. The reporter was informed by staff that during October 2011, a series of community meetings were held to introduce this transit study which initially only included the Van Nuys Boulevard corridor between Ventura Boulevard and the I-210 freeway. As a result of public input, the project study area has now been expanded to include Sepulveda Boulevard and the Sylmar/San Fernando Metrolink Station as a northern terminus/origination point. Initial alternatives under consideration as part of the AA include Bus Rapid Transit (BRT), Light Rail Transit (LRT), Streetcar, a “No Build” alternative and a Transportation Systems Management (TSM) alternative aimed at better managing the flow of traffic along the corridor. The community meetings are scheduled on Thursday, April 12, 2012, Tuesday, April 17, 2012 and Wednesday, April 18, 2012 during the hours of 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m., on all days. A story is expected to run within the next couple of days.
