The Source is reporting that Metro will once again offer Dodger Stadium Express bus service from Union Station in downtown Los Angeles to Dodger Stadium starting in April 2012. Dodger Stadium Express bus service will be offered for the pre-game series and throughout the regular 2012 baseball season under a grant that was approved by the Mobile Source Air Pollution Reduction Review Committee. Dodger admission tickets will be honored as fare payment to ride the Dodger Express bus service. Those without a ticket will pay regular one way fare of $1.50. The Dodgers opening day game against the Pittsburgh Pirates will take place tomorrow, Tuesday, April 10, 2012 at 1:10 p.m.

Dodger Stadium Express bus service will begin at Union Station and will pick up fans at the Patsaouras Plaza, which is adjacent to the east portal of Union Station. This service will then transport fans along Ceasar Chavez Avenue and Sunset Boulevard and they will be dropped off and picked up in the Dodger Stadium parking lot behind left/center field. Service will be provided starting 90 minutes prior to the beginning of games and will end 45 minutes after the games end. Please note that the Los Angeles Dodgers are working closely with our agency to ensure a high level of awareness for this service to Dodger Stadium and plan to continue to promote the service to fans during each game.
