The Source is reporting that the date for the arrival and transfer of Space Shuttle Endeavour to the California Science Center – just steps away from the Metro Expo Park/USC station has now been set. Endeavour will be flown into LAX on Thursday, September 20, 2012, weather permitting, on top of a NASA Boeing 747 Shuttle Carrier. It will then be transferred to a United Airlines hangar where it will stay until preparations are made for its move on the morning of Friday, October 12, 2012. The move to the California Science Center will take two days, as the 58-foot-tall shuttle is transported under raised transmissions lines across the 405 freeway to Inglewood City Hall for an official lunch ceremony held on Saturday, October 13, 2012. It will then be transported to the intersection of Martin Luther King and Crenshaw Boulevards for a celebration of Mission 26. The shuttle is expected to reach the California Science center in Exposition Park that evening. The route can be accessed on the California Science Center’s website.
