Media Relations issued a Media Advisory to news editors this morning noting that the emergency exercise was only a drill. Several media outlets attended today’s exercise including Time Warner Cable, Channel 22 and La Opinion. Stories are expected to run later today. Reporters were told that our agency conducts emergency drills on new and existing rail lines throughout the year in an effort to better coordinate response times and communications between Metro Rail staff and emergency responders.
