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	Major Subway Delays at Union Station to Westlake/MacArthur Park Station

Rush-hour passengers are facing major 40-45 minute delays boarding subway trains at Union Station. A smoking/sparking switch at Union west interlocking was reported at approximately 4:01 p.m. The track was de-energized, causing a service disruption on the Metro Red Line to North Hollywood and the Metro Purple Line to Wilshire/Western. Trains were sharing single track between Union Station and Westlake/MacArthur Park Station, with two trains eastbound and two trains westbound. A bus bridge was established to shuttle passengers between Pershing Square Station to Union Station. Subway passengers connecting to Metrolink trains were advised to allow extra time or use Metro buses or LADOT Transit DASH B, D or Bunker Hill Shuttle. Repairs to the switch appeared to be complete at 4:59 p.m., but a test train triggered the errant switch again, sparking smoke at the Union west interlocking. Single tracking has resumed between Union Station and Westlake/MacArthur Park Station, causing 40-45 minute delays, east and west. All Wayside personnel on scene trouble-shooting the problem.
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
