The Measure R Independent Taxpayer’s Oversight Committee is scheduled to hold a workshop on Tuesday, February 21, 2012 from 11:00 a.m. – 1:00 p.m.  Agenda topics include: 1) review independent audit on the Measure R Special Revenue Fund for year ended June 30, 2011, 2) review of two independent audits on the compliance of 87 cities and the County of Los Angeles with Measure R Ordinance and Local Return requirements, 3) presentation by the Committee’s Advisory Panel Public and Private finance expert, 4) approve Committee’s Annual Audit Report on Measure R Audits, 5) schedule a hearing to receive public comments on the FY2011 Measure R Audits, 6) authorize staff to publish the Notice of Public Hearing on the audits and Committee’s Draft Annual Audit Report in local newspapers and make applicable documents available in Los Angeles County libraries, and 7) presentation on the progress of Measure R projects. The public hearing date is expected to be scheduled for April or May 2012.  
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
