Media Looks at Metro as Option for Dealing with Rising Gas Prices

Media Relations Director, Marc Littman, was interviewed by a reporter for KCBS/KCAL television news about whether or not surging gas prices are affecting Metro ridership. Littman noted that it was too soon to see a spike but based on similar experiences during spring and summer of 2008 when the average price of a gallon of gas hit $4.59 per gallon, Metro expects to see a gain in ridership, particularly on rail which draws commuters traveling longer distances. Littman also noted that commuters can enjoy two great new transit options for beating high gas prices when the Expo light rail line and Metro Orange Line extension to Chatsworth open this spring. He also underscored that Metro is a great bargain with the cost of a $5 day pass about the same as what a gallon of gas. Metro also recently added more frequent night service on the subway and Metro Blue Line. The agency offers Destination Discounts as another way that cash-strapped drivers can save if they switch to Metro. Littman encouraged the public to check out the Metro trip planner at metro.net or call Metro for options including taking bicycles on buses and trains.
