Today our Board of Directors unanimously approved a local and national hiring requirement to provide skilled workers a no work stoppage commitment, and a targeted hiring program aimed at providing jobs on the agency’s transit and road projects to economically disadvantaged workers. The Project Labor Agreement (PLA) between Metro and the Los Angeles/Orange County Building Trades Council is unique for a transit agency. Under the PLA, 40 percent of work hours on Metro projects will be given to workers who live in economically disadvantaged neighborhoods and 10 percent of the hours going to workers struggling with poverty.
