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	Legislative Briefing for East San Fernando Valley Transit Corridor
On Thursday, March 29, 2012 we will host a legislative briefing on the East San Fernando Valley Transit Corridor Study. The briefing will inform elected officials’ staff members that we have expanded the Project Study Area to include Sepulveda Boulevard and the Sylmar/San Fernando Metrolink Station as a northern terminus/origination point as a result of community and stakeholder input. The briefing will also provide background information and solicit input prior to the three upcoming community meetings indicated below. In October 2011, we held a series of community workshops and met with area stakeholders to introduce the Van Nuys Rapidway Alternatives Analysis study and to obtain feedback. The original study area included only the Van Nuys corridor between Ventura Boulevard and the I-210. Based on comments received, we have expanded the study area to now include both Van Nuys and Sepulveda Boulevards for approximately 10 miles each from Ventura Boulevard to the Sylmar/San Fernando Metrolink Station. The Alternatives Analysis and next phase environmental clearance process will look at ways to better connect the east San Fernando Valley to the regional transportation network. Alternatives under consideration are the required No Build and TSM alternatives, plus Build alternatives that include alignments on Van Nuys Boulevard, Sepulveda Boulevard, or a hybrid of both corridors. Modes under consideration include Bus Rapid Transit (BRT), Light Rail Transit (LRT), and Streetcar. This is a Measure R project with a revenue operations date of 2018. The legislative briefing will be held at the Van Nuys Civic Center, Marvin Braude Constituent Service Center, Room 1A on Thursday, March 29, 2012 from 11:00 a.m. -12:00 p.m.
