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	Metro Completes Study to Quantify the Influence of Transit on Land Use Patterns 
Our agency recently completed a study that tests two approaches for quantifying the reduction in greenhouse gases (GHG) emissions from Metro’s transit service. This study was completed as a complement to the American Public Transportation Association’s “Recommended Practice for Quantifying Greenhouse Gas Emissions from Transit” (APTA Protocol). The APTA Protocol encourages transit agencies to take credit for GHG savings resulting from denser land use patterns enabled by transit. 
Metro supports one of the nation’s highest and most uniform densities per capita in the nation; but this study suggests that the additional GHG savings from transit is difficult to isolate due to Los Angeles’ unique land use patterns of development. While the results of this study also suggest that the GHG reduction impact of Metro’s services may be up to three times greater than APTA’s recommended value, further exploration of quantification techniques specifically for the Los Angeles region is necessary before Metro can account for this GHG credit. It is important to recognize that Metro’s modern rail system has existed for only 20 years, a relatively short period of time compared to other transit agencies in New York, Chicago, and Philadelphia. Our near term capital projects are adding at least 236 miles of rail and Bus Rapid Transit lines to our system, as well as possible joint development projects. With the onset of these projects, the GHG reduction benefits from dense land use patterns are expected to grow. Valuation of these GHG credits is currently the subject of national discussion. Staff will incorporate the results of this study into future work in our agency’s GHG emissions management team as well as in their collaborative work with the transit industry at large. Today, the Los Angeles Times inquired staff for a reaction to a video that was distributed by the Beverly Hills Parent-Teacher Association (PTA) showing a “dooms-day” scenario that could be cause with tunneling under the Beverly Hills High School. The video implies that tunneling will spark a methane gas explosion endangering students and the public. Metro Media Relations sent the reporter our fact sheets regarding tunneling techniques as well as a list of frequently asked questions including safely tunneling is the areas mentioned. The reporter was told that it was unfortunate that Beverly Hills PTA created and distributed this video; however when presented all the facts, the public can see that tunneling in the area can be accomplished safely. Metro Red Line Station Canopy Project Construction Notice
Installation of Barricade Wall and Demolition of Concrete

Activities include installation of a temporary fence, demolition of the plaza slab for construction foundations, columns, superstructure, utility relocation, pavement reconstruction and landscape restoration. Vandal Shields for Light and Heavy Rail Vehicles (IFB)

The vandal shields are a cost effective method to provide protection from damage to rail car windows due to graffiti and vandalism.
