I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project

The Daily News has inquired about reported project delays and cost increases for the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project. Project Director Michael Barbour briefed the reporter, saying that the project is currently experiencing a project delay of approximately four to six months. Metro is working with the contractor to bring project delivery back to schedule, but several issues, including difficulties with right-of-way access at the General Services Administration and Veterans Administration Building, among other issues, have contributed to the delays. Contingency funds have been utilized to help keep the project on track, but the project is within its overall budget. A summer date has not yet been announced for the second I-405 freeway closure popularly known as “Carmageddon”, however as much advance notice as possible will be provided to the public. The story is expected to run tomorrow.
