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On Monday, August 2, 2002, the Los Angeles Lakers legendary broadcaster Francis “Chick “ Hearn passed away.  Chick Hearn, born Francis Dayle Hearn, was the voice of the Los Angeles Lakers for more than four decades, broadcasting 3,338 consecutive games.  The streak began in 1965 and ended only last year when he was forced to undergo heart surgery.

By virtue of his announcing abilities, Chick Hearn was able to transport fans to courtside seats of the Los Angeles Lakers’ games by radio over 40 years.  Chick Hearn was more than an announcer, he was a pioneer, an innovator, a promoter, a friend, a father and a husband.  He will be sorely missed.

I THEREFORE MOVE, that in honor of the achievements of Chick Hearn and his contributions to the game of basketball, Los Angeles Lakers, and the City and County of Los Angeles, the Board hereby instructs the MTA staff to immediately establish and properly designate the Pico station of the Long Beach Metro Blue Line as the “Chick Hearn” station.
