RECOMMENDATION

Receive and file the MTA’s Joint Development Work Program.

ISSUE
Staff is transmitting this work plan as part of the implementation of the MTA Joint Development Policies and Procedures.    

DISCUSSION

In April 2002, the Board adopted the MTA Joint Development Policies and Procedures.  At that time, the Board directed staff to prepare design guidelines, conceptual in nature, but specific to each site articulating the intensity and type of land uses that the MTA desires for that site as well as any desired transit and urban design features.  The adopted policies call for staff to bring these conceptual design guidelines to the Board for adoption.  The adopted policy also indicates that the MTA staff will seek input from the community as well as from the local jurisdiction during the preparation of these conceptual design guidelines. 

Attached A is a work program for completing conceptual development guidelines for MTA joint development sites organized by rail line.  At the end of the list are potential joint development sites not associated with rail stations.  Staff has prioritized the completion of the conceptual development guidelines based primarily on the timing of when the sites will be available for joint development and partly on the complexity of the site.  Staff has accelerated preparation of guidelines for the Metro Red Line Westlake/MacArthur Park station and will bring these under a separate report to November meeting.  Staff expects to complete guidelines, including, Board adoption, for the three Metro Red Line station along Vermont Avenue by Spring 2003 followed shortly by guidelines for the North Hollywood and Universal City stations which are larger more complex sites.

For the Metro Gold Line Eastern Extension, four sites have potential for joint development, however they will not generally be available until closer to the opening of the line.  Staff expects to complete guidelines for these sites by December 2003.  One exception is the eastern portion of the Cesar Chavez/Soto site, which could potentially be developed sooner, for example, as the first phase of a larger future project.  As shown in the Attachment, staff will address this site sooner. 

The MTA does not own land at Metro Green Line stations and does not, at this time, control properties along the Metro Gold Line to Pasadena.  The MTA owes one large property along the Metro Blue Line at the Artesia Station and expects to complete conceptual guidelines for this site by December 2003. (The Long Beach Willow Station already has a completed joint development.)  The schedule also includes conceptual development guidelines for the Chatsworth Metrolink Station, which the MTA owns in partnership with the City of Los Angeles, and for Taylor Yard.  

As noted on the Attachment, joint development may be a potential for a few operating divisions, maintenance facilities, or other MTA owned properties.  Due to the complexities of developing at such facilities, more assessment of feasibility is required prior to determining whether or not to prepare conceptual development guidelines.    

NEXT STEPS 
Staff will return to the Board for its approval of individual station conceptual development guidelines.
