ISSUE

The Chief Executive Officer has directed staff to initiate a Short Range Transportation Plan to identify MTA programming commitments and implementation schedules for all modes of transportation.  Staff will be providing the Board a progress report on Short Range Transportation Plan work activities completed through January 2003.

BACKGROUND

Staff are in the process of developing a Short Range Transportation Plan to identify multi-modal projects and programs that are recommended for funding over the six year period from FY ‘04 – 09.

Staff will be providing the MTA Board with quarterly progress reports on the completion of major work plan activities, providing the Board the opportunity to comment on the plan as it develops.  The attached report reflects work completed from September through January 2003.
January Quarter’s Highlights

Work has progressed over the last quarter on conducting outreach along transportation corridors and with subregional Councils of Government.  Staff have also been further developing the modal components of the plan for the period of FY 04 - 09.  The January Progress Report will provide preliminary recommendations regarding various modal categories and the results of corridor analysis.

NEXT STEPS

During the next quarter, staff will be developing the draft Short Range Transportation Plan, which will be circulated for public review and comment in the Spring.
