ISSUE
In November 2002 a Public Comment Survey Instrument was distributed to all Board Members requesting their input on the following issues:

· Should the public comment period be held at the beginning or end of the meeting?

· What amount of time should be allotted per speaker?

· How many times may one person speak?

· Should items be pulled from the Consent Calendar for public comment even though the opportunity for comment was given at the committee meeting?

· Should there be a preset maximum amount of time allotted for public comment?
