RESOLUTION OF THE

LOS ANGELES COUNTY METROPOLITAN TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY

RE THE ACQUISITION OF PROPERTIES NECESSARY FOR THE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY EAST-WEST BUS RAPID TRANSIT PROJECT

     
THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY METROPOLITAN TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY HEREBY FINDS, DETERMINES, AND RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.

     
The Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority ("MTA") is a public entity organized and existing pursuant to Chapter 2 of Division 12 of the California Public Utilities Code (commencing with Section 130050). 

     
Section 2.

     
The property interests described hereinafter are to be taken for public use, namely, for public transportation purposes and all uses necessary, incidental or convenient thereto, in connection with the development, construction, operation and maintenance of the San Fernando Valley East-West Bus Rapid Transit Project ("Project");


Section 3.


The MTA is authorized to acquire the property interests described hereinafter pursuant to the following:

a. Article I, Section 19 of the Constitution of the State of California;

b. California Public Utilities Code, Division 10, Part 3 (Sections 30000-33020, inclusive), and Sections 30503 and 30600 in particular;

c. California Public Utilities Code, Division 12 (Sections 130000-130730, inclusive), and Section 130220.5 in particular; and

d. California Code of Civil Procedure Sections 1240.010-1273.050, inclusive, [and Sections 1240.510/1240.610 in particular 


Section 4.

The properties to be acquired are located in the City of Los Angeles, and are more particularly identified as follows:

a. The fee simple title in and to Parcel 1801, consisting of 19,102 square feet including building structures and improvements pertaining to realty;

b. The fee simple titlein and to Parcel 1813 consisting of 20,875 square feet including building structures and improvements pertaining to realty;

c. The fee simple title in and to Parcel No. 2101, consisting of 1,234 square feet including building structures and improvements pertaining to realty;

d. The fee simple title in and to Parcel No. 2201 consisting of 6,048 square feet including building structures and improvements pertaining to realty)

e. The fee simple title in and to Parcel No. 2202 consisting of 17,565 square feet including building structures and improvements pertaining to realty;


Parcel Nos. 1801, 1813, 2101, 2201 AND 2202 are described more specifically in Exhibits "A-1, A-2, A-3, A-4, and A-5”, attached hereto, and are generally depicted in the Parcel Plat Map attached hereto as Exhibits "B-1, B-2, B-3, B-4, and B-5 ", both of which are incorporated herein by this reference.


Section 5. 


(a)
The environmental impacts of the Project were evaluated in the San Fernando Valley East-West Bus Rapid Transit Final Environmental Impact Report ("FEIR") for this Project; and 


(b)  
The Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority has reviewed and considered the FEIR, before and as part of the process of determining whether to acquire the above-referenced properties.


Section 6.  


The Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority hereby declares that it has found and determined each of the following:


(a)  
The public interest and necessity require the proposed Project;


(b)  
The proposed Project is planned or located in the manner which will be most compatible with the greatest public good and the least private injury; 


(c) 
 The properties sought to be acquired, which have been described herein, are necessary for the proposed Project; and 


(d)  
The offers required by Section 7267.2 of the Government Code have been made to the owners of record.


Section 7.

Legal counsel is hereby authorized and directed to take all steps necessary to commence legal proceedings, in a court of competent jurisdiction, to acquire the properties described above, by eminent domain.  Counsel is also authorized to seek and obtain an Order of Immediate Possession of said properties in accordance with the provisions of the eminent domain law and to deposit the total sum of probable just compensation fixed by the Superior Court in its order determining and establishing secu​rity for said immediate possession with the Clerk of said Superior Court in connection therewith.


Counsel is further authorized, pursuant to Section 30258 of the Public Utilities Code, to associate with, at its election, a private law firm for the preparation and prosecution of said proceedings.
