ACTION:
ADOPT H.R. 1148

RECOMMENDATION
Adopt the position on H.R. 1148 (Rep. Juanita Millender-McDonald and Rep. Mike Ferguson) to direct the Secretary of Homeland Security to carry out activities to assess and reduce the vulnerabilities of public transportation systems.  SUPPORT with Amendment.

ISSUE

This legislation would instruct the Secretary of Homeland Security, as needed, to conduct vulnerability assessments of public transportation systems and would provide a funding source to train frontline employees on emergency preparedness and also provide grants to properly equip them.  Lastly, to be eligible for the grants detailed in this legislation, transportation agencies must establish a committee on emergency preparedness and response training.
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
