Whereas John Dyer passed away on Saturday, May 3, 2003 and it is appropriate at this time to pay special tribute to him; and

 

Whereas John Dyer, former General Manager of the Southern California Rapid Transit District (RTD) from 1981 to 1988, one of the predecessor agencies of the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority, is recognized as the father of the Los Angeles subway system; 

 

Whereas because of his leadership and expertise, John Dyer was successful in securing significant federal funding for the planning and construction of the 21.6 mile Metro Red Line Subway from Union Station to North Hollywood, the first modern subway system in the history of Los Angeles; and 

 

Whereas John Dyer was responsible for the planning and operation of the public transportation system for the Olympic Games in Los Angles in 1984, which was heralded world wide for its success; and 

 

Whereas, John Dyer was considered a national authority in transportation planning, transit management, operations, and project development and recognized throughout the transportation industry as the “best of the best”; and 

 

Whereas, after his tenure at the RTD, he continued to contribute to improving public transportation as a transportation consultant, including working to extend the Red Line to the Eastside and serving as the acting Chief Executive of the Pasadena Metro Blue Line Construction Authority, now called the Gold Line; and 

 

Whereas, throughout Southern California and the nation, professionals in the transportation industry credit John Dyer with imparting his expertise, professionalism, enthusiasm, and work ethic to those people who have had the good fortune to work with him; now, therefore, be it 

 

Resolved by the Board of Directors of the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority that John Dyer be recognized for his commendable efforts and pioneering years of dedicated service in the transportation industry and that staff be instructed to determine the most appropriate Metro Red Line Subway Station to be renamed in his memory as a tribute to his significant and material contributions for the mobility betterment and for improving the quality of life for residents and visitors in Los Angeles County. 
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
