MTA Short Range Transportation Plan

August 20, 2003

In 2002, the Chief Executive Office of the MTA directed staff to develop a Short Range Transportation Plan to identity MTA programming commitments and implementation schedules for all modes of transportation.

The MTA Short Range Transportation Plan is to establish a coordinated transportation action plan that helps guide future investments, monitors progress, responds to changing circumstances and implements Mobility 21 Coalition priorities.

A draft Short Range Transportation Plan was completed in mid-April and circulated to allow for public comment from MTA various stakeholders from May 5 through July 3, 2003.  Based on public comment, staff has proposed several modifications to incorporate into the Final Plan as represented by Attachment A of the August Planning and Programming Board Report Item #7.

I, therefore move that Short Range Transportation Plan Board Report recommendations under the Highway Action Plan in Attachment A, page 2 be revised as follows:

Revise the fifth bullet for page 23 to read, 

“Examine in consultation with freight industry representatives, including shippers, ports, and affected local jurisdictions, freight movement strategies to reduce congestion on key freeways, such as the I-710 during peak commute periods.  Develop recommendations which address local, state, or federal regulatory changes that would be necessary for implementation.”
