EXHIBIT “A”

MTA PASS-THROUGH 

GRANT SPONSOR PROGRAM

PURPOSE

The singular purpose of this Program is to expedite the delivery of specified federal transit funds to cities and local agencies within Los Angeles County.  To this end, the MTA may serve as a pass-through grant sponsor for interested cities and local agencies, according to all existing and future amended financial control policies.

SPECIFIED FEDERAL TRANSIT FUNDS

For purposes of this Program, the MTA will only consider assisting interested cities and local agencies within Los Angeles County in obtaining federal transit funds for which the requesting city or agency is the pre-designated recipient, such as Section 5309 Congressional earmarks or other forms of federal highway funding that is transferred to and processed through the FTA Section 5307 Program process, such as Congestion Management/Air Quality (CMAQ) and Surface Transportation Program (STP) funds.  FTA Section 5307 Urban Formula Program funding provided to Los Angeles County municipal operators is specifically excluded from the authorizations established by this Program.

INTERESTED CITIES AND LOCAL AGENCIES

The MTA will only consider assisting cities and local agencies within Los Angeles County that are not, at the time of their request, approved federal transit fund recipients.  For the purposes of this Program, the term “local agencies” will include private or quasi-public developments that are programmed for federal transit funds.  However, such entities require individual review and approval by the Board.

FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

The MTA and all interested cities and local agencies will execute an agreement or Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) which establishes that the city or local agency is financially responsible for all project costs, including local match funds and overages, pertaining to their project.  Additionally, each city and local agency will agree to pay the MTA an amount not to exceed 5% of the grant amount to cover the MTA’s costs for preparing and submitting a grant application, and for managing the grant.  The exact amount of this service fee will be negotiated between authorized representatives of the city or local agency and the MTA’s Chief Executive Officer or the Chief Executive Officer’s Designee. 

REPORTING REQUIREMENT

Staff shall submit an annual report to the Board, with an assessment of the Program, in July of each year.  Said report shall provide sufficient information for the Board to assess the performance of the program.  Such information would include, but not necessarily be restricted to, the number of agencies serviced, the number of grants prepared, the status of each grant, grant assistance amounts, and types of projects funded.
