	Wi-Fi Internet Service on Metro

Reporters from the Daily News and City News Service were in attendance at today’s February Board meeting.  Stories may appear tomorrow regarding the Mayor’s request for staff to complete a preliminary feasibility assessment of how to provide Wi-Fi Internet service on all Metro Rail Lines and the Metro Orange Line.  His motion also calls for staff to work with cellular carriers and other providers to determine if there is a no-cost alternative to provide such service to our customers.  Director John Fasana also requested that the scope of these activities be broadened to include areas of the Pasadena Gold Line that do not yet include Wi-Fi service.  The Daily News interviewed San Fernando Valley Sector General Manager Richard Hunt regarding the possibility of implementing internet service and the agency’s past experiences attempting to Wi-Fi the Metro Orange Line.

Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority Board Meeting Agenda

The Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority Board is scheduled to meet next Thursday, March 1st at 2:30 p.m. in the Kenneth Hahn Hall of Administration, in the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors’ Hearing Room 381B.

At this meeting, the Expo Board will consider staff recommendations to approve a Master Cooperative Agreement between the Authority and AT&T California and the final negotiated price for Stage 1 services associated with the Phase 2 Expo Project (for a total amount of $5,216,531).  The Board will also consider sponsoring and supporting legislation pertaining to the California Public Utilities Commission and timely approval of the Authority’s grade crossing applications.  A monthly project status update and report on contract actions will also be delivered.
