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	Revised CTC Staff Recommendation includes $1.17 Billion in Corridor Mobility Improvement Account funds for Los Angeles County

Today, the California Transportation Commission (CTC) released its revised staff recommendations for the $4.5 billion Corridor Mobility Improvement Account (CMIA), the first category from the $19.9 State Transportation Infrastructure Bonds. The CTC staff recommendation if approved, would fully program the entire $4.5 billion CMIA program (instead of $2.8 billion as originally recommended). The revised $1.17 billion recommendation for Los Angeles County includes:

· $730 million for the I-405 Northbound Carpool lane, and

· $387 million for the I-5 Carpool and general lanes between the I-605 Freeway and the Orange County line.

The revised recommended list removes CMIA funding for the following projects:

· $97.3 million for the I-10 Carpool Lane/EI Monte Busway extension project from Puente Ave. to Citrus St. ($97.3 mil), and

· $73 million for the I-5 Carpool Lanes from Route 134 to Route 170.

The CTC staff revised recommendations provide LA County with approximately 43.3% of the South County share ($2.7 billion) of the CMIA bond proceeds. The revised recommendations are still not proportionate to the County's population (44.2%) and congestion (48.7%) share in Southern California. I will be working very diligently to add both projects back to the original recommended list in order to bring Los Angeles County's CMIA amount closer to its congestion level.

The CTC is scheduled to meet on Wednesday, February 28th, 2007 in Irvine. 

Metro Re-Routes Bus Line for Santee High School Students

Earlier today, Metro staff joined Mayor Antonio Villaraigosa, Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD) School Board President Marlene Canter, School Board Member Monica Garcia and Superintendent David L. Brewer lll at a news conference to announce the success of a joint effort to improve safe passages for Santee High School students. Metro re-routed bus line 48 to better serve students after they expressed concerns about neighborhood safety on their way to and from school.  The news conference was held at the education complex high school at Maple Avenue and 23rd Street.

Metro staff from Gateway and Westside-Central sectors participated in meetings as part of the safety collaborative. Metro staff was interviewed by reporters from the LA Times and KNX Radio. The reporters’ inquired about the hours of operation for line 48 and a description of the re-routing modifications.  During the brief bus ride for the event, the bus was tagged while making a right hand turn.  The incident was recorded by some of the film media on board the bus.  Stories are expected to air tonight.

March Service Sector Community Meetings

Media Relations distributed a news release today noting the five service sector Governance Council meetings set to take place in early March. The release notes that each service sector plans to take action on proposed service modification and service improvements following last month’s public hearings on the proposed changes to Metro Bus service. The public is encourage to attend the sector meetings to provide input.

Metro’s Technical Advisory Committee Meeting Change
Beginning in April, Metro’s Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) will meet on the second Wednesday of the month.  Currently TAC meets on the first Wednesday of each month.  This change will allow better coordination with the monthly Board agenda cycle. 
The TAC provides assistance to Metro by reviewing and evaluating various transportation proposals and alternatives including those pertaining to the funding, operation, construction and maintenance of streets and freeways, bus and rail transit, demand and system management, accessibility for the disabled and air quality improvements.

Greg Angelo, Metro’s Director of Real Property Management & Development, will lead the delegation on a tour of our Wilshire/Vermont, Hollywood/Vine, and North Hollywood developments.  The group will also visit the Metro Orange Line’s station at Warner Center and the Pasadena Gold Line’s Del Mar Station. 

CTC Meeting – Wednesday, February 28, 2007

The California Transportation Commission (CTC) will be meeting on February 28th at 9:00 a.m. at Irvine City Hall.  Attendees will receive a welcome address by Irvine Mayor Beth Krom and Orange County Transportation Authority Chairman Carolyn Cavecche.  The CTC will discuss adoption of the Corridor Mobility Improvement Account Program, the Route 99 Bond Program, Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger’s Executive Order S-02-07 (recommendations on tracking and reporting Corridor Mobility Improvement Account Program elements), and a revision of Regional Transportation Planning Guidelines. 

Korean Delegation Visit – Friday, March 9, 2007

A delegation from the Seoul, South Korea’s Mass Rapid Transportation Agency (SMRT) will visit Metro on March 9th from 9:00 a.m. to noon to learn about our rail operations procedures.  The group will receive welcoming remarks from Roger Snoble and will embark on trip on the Metro Blue Line to the Rail Operations Control Center.  The 10-member delegation includes staff from SMRT’s Control Center, Electric Circuit, Facilities, Rolling Stock, Operations Management, Communications, and Safety & Health Units.  

APTA Legislative Conference – Sunday through Tuesday, March 11-13, 2007

The American Public Transportation Association’s (APTA) Legislative Conference has been scheduled for March 11th to 13th at the J.W. Marriott in Washington, DC.
